To be eligible an applicant must be a Canadian citizen, permanent resident or Protected Person, resident
of Ontario as defined by OSAP, and have demonstrated financial need through previous application for
bursary assistance or student loan in this academic year.

Applicants should submit the following (except for the letter of support from the applicant’s AD Director or
the DMin Director), in one envelope labelled with the applicant’s name and the bursary:

e Covering page.

e Statement of income and expenses demonstrating financial need. (Submit a copy of your OSAP
application, a copy of a TST college bursary application form, or the TST Supplementary Financial
Information.)

e Residency Declaration Form.

e Letter of support from the College AD Director or the DMin Director (Directors to email letter to

elizabeth.neilly@utoronto.ca Email MUST contain the name of the scholarship/bursary in the subject line
and MUST be received by the application deadline in order to be considered as part of the application).
