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Purpose 

Despite the centrality of the Bible to Christianity, most adherents are unable to read its texts in 

the original language – instead relying upon translations.  These translations, while useful, often 

obscure nuance of these texts, such that ministers, theologians, and scholars of religion benefit 

from its study. The purpose of this course is to acquaint students with the grammar, syntax, and 

vocabulary of New Testament Greek. 

 

Learning Objectives 

By the end of the first semester the student will be able to: 

 Read simple sentences in Greek in the indicative mood 

By the end of the second semester the student will be able to: 

 Read more complex sentences in Greek and read some New Testament texts with the aid 

of a lexicon for personal study
