Supervisor ensures that committee 
members reach consensus on revisions

Candidate revises thesis according 
to committee's requirements

Candidate works on final draft of 
thesis under guidance of 
supervisory committee

Supervisor notifies GCTS 
(one month in advance) that 

thesis is nearing submission

Supervisor submits names of SGS 
examiner, internal examiner (DMin), 
and three recommended external 

examiners to GCTS

Supervisor secures willingness of SGS 
examiner (PhD / DMin) and internal 
examiner (DMin, if not third committee 

member) to participate in FOE process

Upon agreement of 
supervisor, Candidate  

submits thesis to GCTS

GCTS distributes copies of thesis, with approved 
thesis proposal, to supervisory committee 
members, who read thesis (within month)

Supervisory 
Committee agrees that 

final draft of thesis is ready 
for FOE

Each Supervisory 
Committee member 
notifies GCTS of their 
agreement in writing

Each Supervisory Committee member 
notifies GCTS of required modifications in 

writing

GCTS informs candidate of 
required modifications

Candidate finalizes revised 
thesis and sends it to GCTS
