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Rooted deeply in place, this course is a biblical exploration of land, idolatry,
food justice, economics, indigenous views of creation, and watershed
discipleship. Taught from the professor’s farm, with virtual site visits to an
urban farm and food co-op. Flexible class schedule.

This is a Trinity College course and can be taken for credit.
