(4th semester)

Student enters Thesis Prospectus 
and General Examinations stage

Every year: Student 
organizes annual meeting 
of supervisory committee 

(April-May)

In consultation with 
supervisor, Student 

identifies and engages in 
appropriate professional 

development opportunities

Student provides evidence 
of language proficiency 

through examinations and 
coursework

Supervisor signs off on language requirements

Supervisory Committee approves language 
requirements and any changes in them 

Student completes required 
coursework and other requirements

Supervisor prepares and signs Student 
Progress Report and gives it to student

GCTS receives and records Student Progress Report ; 
reviews it for any potential problems

Student reviews, comments on, and 
signs Student Progress Report and 

submits it to GCTS (by June 1)

Supervisory Committee reviews student's progress in light of ILP and completed 
coursework; considers student's research perspectives; makes recommendations

Student must convene supervisory committee meetings 
at least once a year (April-May) and submit Student 

Progress Report to GCTS (by June 1)
